We would like to provide you with updated information of September 2017 regarding ongoing activities of Hepatitis C Elimination Programme in Georgia. 
Activities in the month of September, 2017 were focused on improving the ELIMC database.
US CDC negotiated with the Minister of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia, Mr. David Sergeenko to find the solution in order to rapidly improve Hepatitis C treatment database and accordingly analytical capability. New technical coordinator was selected from NCDC, who will manage the process to merge different databases and electronic systems in order to create one unified Hepatitis C Information System. 
US CDC and technical coordinator have developed detailed Work Plan (WP), Budget & Timeline, necessary to improve Hepatitis C data. WP was agreed with the Minister.
Hepatitis C Care and treatment Cascade, Georgia, April 2015 – September 2017
From the beginning of the program implementation almost 43 000 HCV patients were registered, 42 000 out of registered patients have already started treatment and more then 36 000 completed treatment. SVR was achieved in 98% of cases in regimens with Harvoni.
