Let me express my deep gratitude to the Embassy of Japan in Georgia, Government of Japan and Japanese International Cooperation Agency for the assistance rendered to our country and for successful cooperation in development of Health Care System in Georgia.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Regarding to your letter No.61-14/DCM, concerning the issue that granted ambulances within “the Project for Procurement of Used Ambulances to the Disaster Medicine of O. Gudushauri National Center” financed by the Government of Japan in 2009 were sold to LTD “Center of Referral Assistance” without consent from the Government of Japan, the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs express deep regret over the incident and has the honour to inform you the following:

As you may know in that period, strategy of Georgian government in the Health Care policy was to create private health infrastructure in the country, when almost all medical facilities were privatized.   

Consequently, in 2010, LTD "Center of Referral Assistance" was separated from Gudushauri National Medical Center. By that time O. Gudushauri National Medical Center had owned 12 ambulances (5 of them granted from Japan).  After separatiion 10 (5 Japanese) ambulances were given to the Center of Referral Assistance. In 2011 The Ministry of Economy and Sustainable Development has sold LTD "Center of Referral Assistance" and it became private. 

MoLHSA expresses its deep regret regarding the abovementioned and assures that the Ministry will take all measures to avoid the similar incidents to be happened in the future without consent from the Government of Japan.

At the same time, we guarantee that all remaining granted equipment in government owned or private medical centers will exclusively serve for the health needs of Georgian population. 

Once again, let us confirm our deepest gratitude and appreciation for all the support and cooperation that your country and you personally provide to our country.
