Excellency.

On behalf of UNFPA, the United Nations Population Fund, I wish to express my deep gratitude for your Government's longstanding support and partnership. It is thanks to your support that UNFPA can achieve significant results in delivering a world where every pregnancy is wanted, every childbirth is safe and every young person's potential is fulfilled.

With our new Strategic Plan now in place, UNFPA is well-positioned to implement the bold vision set forth in the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and our three transformative, people centred results.  UNFPA has committed to achieving by 2030: zero unmet need  for family planning; zero preventable maternal deaths; and zero violence  and harmful practices against women and girls.

Every year, I seek your support to contribute to our resources as this is critical to our ability to keep pace with the growing demands for our services in the countries we serve.  Over the last three years, core resources have declined from $477 million in 2014 to a level of $350 million in 2017. With our global outreach and our operational and technical excellence, we appeal to you for increased support to our core resources, this year. Funding UNFPA's core activities is the best investment that can be made in our programmes because they enable the organization to maintain its global presence, reduce transaction costs, and ensure the actions we put in place have the greatest impact.

UNFPA supports reproductive health care for women, girls and young people in  155 countries, which are home to more than 80 per cent of the world's population.  One of our key focus areas is the health of pregnant women, especially the 1 million who face life-threatening complications each month.  We work with countries, communities, donors and partners to ensure reliable access to modern contraceptives sufficient to benefit 20 million women a year, and support the prevention of teenage pregnancies - complications of which are the leading cause of death for girls aged 15-19 years old.  In humanitarian settings, our dedicated staff are in the forefront and ensures the delivery of safe birth supplies, dignity kits and life-saving materials to survivors of conflict and natural disasters. Through our initiatives and joint programmes with UNICEF, we lead efforts to end child marriage, which could affect an estimated 70 million girls over the next five years, and abandonment of female genital mutilation, which harms 3 million girls annually.
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In 2017, through our partnerships with governments, UN partners, NGOs, civil society, the private sector and other actors, UNFPA reached more than 33 million women and over 1.6 million adolescents and young people with services for their sexual and reproductive health. Contraceptives  provided by UNFPA had the potential to avert an estimated 30,800 maternal deaths, 11.6 million unintended pregnancies and 3.6 million unsafe abortions. However, too many are still left behind. More than 760 million people are mired in extreme poverty. Some 830 women still die every day from causes related to pregnancy or childbirth; most of these deaths are entirely preventable.

Together, we can do more to help UNFPA reach three transformative results by 2030.  It is in this spirit that we appeal for your increased financial support to our core resources.
