Transport Assistance Guideline for DR-TB Patients
To assist those patients needing evening visits to medical services for their second dose of anti TB drugs (IMP or DLM), MSF will provide a monthly transport assistance or in some circumstances pay for an alternative transport service.

To qualify for this transport assistance, the patients need to complete a Transport Registration Form (Annex 1) together with the counsellor. 
At the end of every month, the counsellor responsible for each region will need to complete a Patient Transport Assistance Summary (Annex 2) and send the copy to the Adherence Referent for approval. This form will then be used as documentation for the administrator to transfer money to the patient’s bank account.

Guideline for the payment 
· MSF will only provide transport assistance from the patient’s current living place to the nearest Ambulatory Point. 
· The amount of payment will be calculated as per Table 1 and will be in the form of a reimbursement for transport (bus, taxi or fuel) according to the rules mentioned below. 
· Payment will be made within 7 working days from end of month to the bank account nominated on the Transport Registration Form (Annex 1).
· Cash payments will not be made in any circumstances, even if there is no public transport or taxi available in the village.
Fuel Allowance
· When there is no public transport available, and the patient has his own car, MSF will provide a fuel allowance as per the rate in Table 1 below.

Taxi Service

· MSF will provide an allowance for a taxi, only when public transport is not available and the patient doesn’t have his own car.
Exclusion for the transport allowance

Patients will not be entitled to receive a transport allowance if:

· They live 2 km or less from the nearest AP. The only exception to this is if the patient provides a medical certificate from the doctor stating their inability to walk this distance.
· They abuse the Transport Assistance Guidelines in any way (including providing MSF with incorrect information, having an inappropriate behavior with the transport provider, etc…).
· They have a poor adherence: in the following month, deductions will be made from their allowance for the days missed in their previous month (if 3 days are missed during the month, the allowance for the equivalent of 3 days will be deducted from the next month payment)
