As soon as we get the above mentioned information from you we send an official Note to the Consular Department of MFA with a request to issue a Russian entry visa to you; upon receipt the authorization from MFA we inform you of the authorization number to which you should refer when getting the visa in corresponding country.

An applicant should fill in the visa application form in her/his place of residence/work, attach two recent photographs and obtain their visa in the Russian Embassy/Consulate in the corresponding country.
Please, note that it takes at least 10 working days to process an application for a single entry visa, while processing an application for a multi-entry visa requires 21 days. It is crucial to make a request for the visa well in advance, since you need to envisage at least three days to pick up the visa in the corresponding Russian Embassy/Consulate  (depending on working hours in the country).
Official invitation is not needed provided you have the visa authorization/receipt/reference number which we will inform you about. 
NOTE THAT ALL THIS DATA IS REALLY NEEDED. MISSING PARTS WILL ONLY DELAY YOUR APPLICATION AND JEOPARDIZE GETTING THE VISA ON TIME!
