Practical Guidelines

Selection of the child
· An individual boy or girl above 12 years and under 18 years of age; (the child should not be older than 17 years by the time of the nomination deadline)
· From all over the world;
· The child must have a clear history of standing up and fighting for the rights of him/herself and other children. It is important that the child has an active approach in accomplishing this goal, which has led to a concrete result;
· Ability to travel abroad and feeling comfortable communicating with other people;
· The child agrees to being nominated for the International Children’s Peace Prize;
· The International Children’s Peace Prize cannot be awarded posthumously;
· Group nominations are possible provided that every individual in the group made a provable effort and co-initiated the activities that resulted in an exceptional difference for the rights of the child and the position of vulnerable children, anywhere in the world. Organizations are not accepted as eligible nominees. 



Process
1. Any person or organisation may nominate a child for review by the Expert Committee. 

2. The final date for nominating a child for this year’s Peace Prize is 15th March 2019

How did you hear about the International Children’s Peace Prize?
The house of Justice of Georgia shared the information to the social service agency which asked us if we would have anyone in mind to nominate.

Let us know why you believe the child is eligible for the International Children’s Peace Prize by answering the following questions: 


1. Please describe the child’s personal circumstances.

Keti is currently living in the service of Caritas Georgia a day care and night shelter for children having experience if living and working on the streets in Tbilisi. She just started from the first of march 2019 to attend a program of informal education for implementing and supporting teenagers and young adults in their professions. This programs aim is to educate young adults, to let them figure out which professions they want to choose and help them to find a job afterwards.
Keti is participating in several trainings taking part in the services of Caritas and other organisations which are cooperation with Caritas Georgia, such as Club 77, a project of one of the Caritas services where the beneficiaries take as well part in holding the Trainings, the inclusive education program and the mediation house in Tbilisi.
She is taken actively part in those offers, so she is right now in the process of becoming a Trainer herself. Keti already held several trainings in our center and the Club 77 for example about bullying and protective behaviour cooperating with our trainers.

2. Please describe some concrete actions the child has undertaken.


As Keti is preparing to become a trainer she is holding many trainings for other beneficiaries.  She explains and breaks the topics down to let the children understand these themes in a better and more concrete way. For example she gave a training in the field of protective behaviour. She was working with the kids first on feelings, how to figure them out, the ways of dealing them and second about how our body shows us when we are scared. In these training were different methods, games and discussions included initiated by Keti.
Another Training Keti held was about bullying to speak about this topic she went to another service where mainly children with disabilities are living. 
For those trainings she has to prepare the topics to do some research, talk with experts of this topic, plan the training itself, decide which methods she wants to use and how to structure it, and fit the topics to the abilities of the children who are going to attend the training.
Keti is taking part in the campaign #beafriend of Caritas Georgia, with the slogan reach out your hand and not money
This campaign organised a meeting with the organisation of Anika, it’s a organisations working with disabled people, to get connected and reach out the information about the campaign.
Keti and some friends put up a presentation where they wrote the children’s rights on T-shirts to inform and raise awareness about the rights of every child.



3. Please describe the impact and concrete results of the actions of the child. 

By holding these trainings and standing in front of other beneficiaries Keti is not only educating them, she as well is giving them a good example and motivating them. 
She is a role model to younger kids who are in a similar situation like herself. She is able to understand the children’s situations, problems and feelings and can talk with them in an appropriate way. She teaches them to think, reflect, understand their feelings and aim to do something with their lives even if it’s only a small change. As well she informs people about existing campaigns and children’s rights





4. Please describe the motivation of the child for becoming active in the field of children’s rights.

As Keti is taking part in many trainings she got interested what it means to become a trainer herself. Besides that she is really interested in many topics considering bullying, self-protection, behaviours and relationships between people. As well she likes to talk with other children about her own experiences and make them understand and train new things and skills. So she is really motivated to support other children to learn new things especially about life skills, protection and rights.
Keti really enjoyed the project about informing children’s rights and is looking forward to reuse the shirts to raise awareness.

5. What are the nominee’s plans with regards to carrying his/her work forward in to the future? 

Keti is really motivated to keep on her way to become a trainer and hold trainings more regularly. Of course she is registered in the program to find a profession and work so she has a lot to do, but is motivated to combine both things and set a good example in several things for other children in the service.

6. What is the nominee’s key message to the world? (please provide a short quote from the nominee in 1 or 2 sentences)

My wish is that every child is able to have all their rights protected.
I want that violence against children is not existing anymo

7. Please give an impression of the personality of the child.

Keti is a really creative girl, she likes to draw, sing and dance. Keti is taking part in many activities, as she is quite motivated to gain more knowledge and become more independent.
She is really communicative and likes to spend time with her friends. Furthermore she is able to easily adapt to new situations, has a lot of empathy and is eager to learn new things.


8. Please describe in which way the child is being supported by parents, other adults or organizations.

Keti is living in a 24 hours service of Caritas Georgia, besides supplying her daily basic needs, Caritas Georgia offers activities, trainings and connects Keti to other programs and organisations. Caritas is encouraging Keti to become an independent and educated woman, and offers her the opportunity to become a trainer. In which she gets supported by the people who are working with Keti on a daily basis and talk with her about topics, methods and any other theme Keti wants to discuss.



9. Does the child have any experience with media exposure because of his/her actions?

In the Georgian mass media they had a report about children living in state services and Keti took as well part in an interview.

10. Are there any restrictions to be considered when travelling abroad?

As Keti is under the care of the State Georgia, she has to be accompanied by her authorized care taker or get the allowance to travel abroad.
