It is recommended that quadrivalent vaccines for use in the 2020 - 2021 northern hemisphere influenza season contain the following:
Egg-based Vaccines
· an A/Guangdong-Maonan/SWL1536/2019 (H1N1)pdm09-like virus;
· an A/Hong Kong/2671/2019 (H3N2)-like virus;
· a B/Washington/02/2019 (B/Victoria lineage)-like virus; and
· a B/Phuket/3073/2013 (B/Yamagata lineage)-like virus.
Cell- or recombinant-based Vaccines
· an A/Hawaii/70/2019 (H1N1)pdm09-like virus;
· an A/Hong Kong/45/2019 (H3N2)-like virus;
· a B/Washington/02/2019 (B/Victoria lineage)-like virus; and
· a B/Phuket/3073/2013 (B/Yamagata lineage)-like virus.
It is recommended that trivalent influenza vaccines for use in the 2020 - 2021 northern hemisphere influenza season contain the following:
Egg-based Vaccines
· an A/Guangdong-Maonan/SWL1536/2019 (H1N1)pdm09-like virus;
· an A/Hong Kong/2671/2019 (H3N2)-like virus; and
· a B/Washington/02/2019 (B/Victoria lineage)-like virus.
Cell- or recombinant-based Vaccines
· an A/Hawaii/70/2019 (H1N1)pdm09-like virus;
· an A/Hong Kong/45/2019 (H3N2)-like virus; and
· a B/Washington/02/2019 (B/Victoria lineage)-like virus.
2.The vaccine must be registered by the FDA and /or EMA (European Medicines Agency), or  vaccine  must be pre-qualified by the World Health Organization (WHO);
3.  The vaccine expiry  date  -  until 31 May 2021;
4. Presentation& composition – liquid, a single dose syringe, inactivated, quadrivalent; 
6. The government purchased  135,000 doses  of the tetravalent influenza vaccine “Vaxigrip Tetra”, produced by Sanopi Pasteur  (see package insert);
