Goal of Georgia CCM as of the one national coordinating authority  is to ensure coordination the response against HIV Infection/AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria Diseases on the national level in Georgia, implemented by governmental, non-governmental and international organizations through financial support of the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria in Georgia as well as by other donor organizations. 

 Basic functions of the CCM: 
· Long-term planning and national response coordination of the activities against HIV Infection/AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria Diseases in Georgia. 
· Provision of timely response to the initiatives and issues related to the national response to the HIV Infection/AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria Diseases in the country, facilitation of the discussion, decision-making and implementation of important initiatives at the governmental level. 
· Participation in development of appropriate legislation; 
· Making recommendations and contribution to the extension of international cooperation;
If required by the institutions providing financial support (donors):
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Nomination of Principal Recipients (PRs);
· Monitoring of the activities financed by donor organizations;
· Coordination of  new applications to be submitted for funding;
· Assessment of spending and appropriate use of the funds and material values awarded by donors for the activities  against HIV Infection/AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria Diseases in Georgia; Oversight of PRs and Program Implementation. 
· Assessment of programs/projects and reporting the outcomes to the Georgian government and/or donors as well as to other stakeholders if required; 
· Implementing of other functions designated by the valid legislation.
