Some pharmaceutical products and some substances according to United Nations international conventions and Georgian national legislation are subject to special control. Quotas (annul country requirement for medical and scientific purposes) are determined to the above-mentioned pharmaceutical products and substances and their imports are permissible only within established quotes. The restrictions are set by acts in the sphere of narcotics regulation at the international and national level.
Georgia has ratified UN  drug control 3 conventions:

· Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs (1961)
· Convention on Psychotropic Substances (1971)

Convention against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances (1988)
