International and Regional Cooperation:  
The National Center for Disease Control and Public Health (NCDC) representatives along with other representatives of law enforcement agencies of Georgia took part in the symposium against bioterrorism on July 9-13, 2018, in Bucharest, organized by DTRA, US.

NCDC representatives participated in the workshop “Challenges of the scientific and technological Evolution for the Export Control System”, held on 15-16 October, 2018, in Tbilisi. The workshop was organized by Science and Technology Center in Ukraine and EU. The event were attended by the scientists from CBRN fields and the relevant governmental agency representatives, including but not limited to border control, police, emergency responders and as well as  representatives from the industry and NGO sectors from CUAM countries. The event was dedicated to discuss the challenges related to exporting of sensitive scientific achievements that may be used for malicious purposes and how to prevent potential dual-use of them.

Georgia is conducting the Peer Review Compliance Exercise (PRCE) visit at the Lugar Center for Public Health Research of NCDC on 14-15 November 2018. The PRCE visit is a voluntary based event that UN countries may perform in order to meet the Biological Weapons Convention (BWC) requirements. This year Georgia officially expressed at the WDC experts meeting in Geneva in February to open the state-of-art BSL 3 facilities at the Lugar Center to the experts and diplomatic representatives of the UN countries, showing they work are transparent and in compliance to  BWC and 1540 resolution  requirements. Total 26 delegates (15 experts and 11 observers) will participate in the PRCE visit from 21 countries, plus 1 EU representative and 1 representative from the BWC Implementation Support Unit. PRCE visit will be conduct under the auspices of MOH and MOF of Georgia and by the financial and technical support of German MOF under the Georgia-German partnership. The experts’ report on Peer Review Compliance Exercise will be developed after the completion of the visit and uploaded on NCDC as well as BWC websites.
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
