Background: 

The public health and welfare organizations in advanced nations have taken pains to deal with the higher medical expenses impacted by aging population and the exponentially increased chronic diseases. Responding to these key challenges directly affecting public life, the world is keen to research the different forms of traditional medicine and the complementary medicine around the world. 
Traditional Korean Medicine is a whole medical system which has been developed over thousands of years and greatly contributed to disease treatment and health promotion in Korea. In fact, it is legislatively equal with Western Medicine in the Korean public health and welfare system. Traditional Korean Medicine has been fully modernized for its education system, and it has similar medical license system with Western Medicine in Korea. This is ideal for the case study on how integrative medicine complements Western Medicine effectively and comprehensively. 

Objectives:

-To introduce Traditional Korean Medicine as one of successful traditional/integrative medicine to complement Western Medicine.
-To develop a future cooperation for traditional/integrative medicine with the participating countries.
Program
Lecture 1, Policies on Traditional Korean Medicine
· This lecture covers the foundations of Traditional Korean Medicine policy. Participants will get knowledge on the historical process of successful development and get detailed information on the composition and governance of Traditional Korean Medicine policy.
Lecture 2, Medical service of Traditional Korean Medicine
· This lecture includes the laws and education system relating Traditional Korean Medicine. We will discuss Traditional Korean Medicine Promotion Act which provides directions for the development of Traditional Korean Medicine, as well as the Medical Act and Pharmaceutical Act that define the work of Traditional Korean Medicine doctors and the functions of Korean Medical institutions in Korea. The modern education system of Traditional Korean Medicine at universities is presented, and utilization of Traditional Korean Medicine services is presented through the results of nation-wide surveys.
Lecture 3, Insurance on Traditional Korean Medicine
· Traditional Korean Medicine has been fully integrated into the modern health care system. It has a completely modernized education and licensing system equal to Western Medicine. Our National Health Insurance covers Traditional Korean Medical procedures and drugs. In this lecture, participants will get knowledge on the historical process of successful development and get detailed information about insurance on Traditional Korean Medicine.   

Lecture 4, Quality Control & Regulations of Traditional Korean Medicine
· This lecture includes the clinical efficacy and safety of Traditional Korean Medicine. Regulation of herbal medicine is managed by Ministry of Food and Drug Safety. We discuss how quality control of medicinal herbs, manufacturing, processing, and inspection are dealt with by strict regulation. There is also including the difference between agricultural plants and herbal raw material.      
·Lecture 5, Therapeutic Technologies in Traditional Korean Medicine
· This lecture introduces the traditional treatment methods such as acupuncture, herbal medicine, moxibustion, and traditional physiotherapy. Traditional Korean Medicine doctors have not only improved traditional modalities, but also developed new technologies based on Traditional Korean Medicine. Chuna (modernized traditional manipulative therapy) and Cupping Therapy are introduced as representative examples of modernized Traditional Korean Medicine.  
Lecture 6, Research and development of Traditional Korean Medicine
· The budget for R&D investment in Traditional Korean Medicine has been increasing every year, and the Korean government gives their full support to the Traditional Korean Medicine industries and R&D. This lecture introduces the current status and trends of R&D, and analysis the recent R&D performance of Traditional Korean Medicine. Furthermore, understanding the future research directions of Traditional Korean Medicine
Lecture 7, History of Traditional Korean Medicine
· This lecture covers the foundations of Traditional Korean Medicine. It starts to trace East Asian Medicine which is the origin of Traditional Korean Medicine. In the history of Traditional Korean Medicine, how Traditional Korean Medicine has been changed and developed from Go-Joseon era to modern times. This lecture also describes how Chinese and Western Medicine influenced Traditional Korean Medicine.

The Training Institute: School of Korean Medicine, Pusan National University
The School of Korean Medicine was founded in March 2008 in order to generate doctors with professional expertise in Korean Medicine and to foster leaders who will modernize and industrialize Korean Medicine. One hundred years have passed since the closure of the first modern school for Korean Medicine, Dongje Medical School. Today the School of Korean Medicine at PNU has inherited the spirit of Dongje Medical School and laid new foundations for education and research into Korean Medicine.
For the first time in traditional medicine institutions in the world, an advanced education system has been employed such as integrative lecture, problem-based learning (PBL), clinical practice examination (OSCE. CPS) for clinical education, and research training course. In 2010, an affiliated Korean Medicine hospital opened with a cooperative center for Western and Korean Medicine, and the first national clinical research center for Korean Medicine. Along with excellent faculty members and state-of-art research facilities, the school has produced dedicated and outstanding Korean Medicine doctors.
