Agreement
between
The Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan
and The Government of Georgia
on Co-operation in the Field of Health and
Medical Science
The Government of the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and the Government of Georgia (hereinafter referred to as “Parties”), desirous to promote co-operation in the field of health and medical science, taking into consideration the importance of development of friendly relations and cooperation in accordance with the interest of both parties, 
Agreed as follows:
Article 1
The Parties shall encourage co-operation in the field of health, medical science and medical education on the basis of equality and mutual benefits. The most important areas of co-operation shall be defined by mutual consent, in accordance with the respective interests of both Parties.
Article 2
The Parties shall develop and expand co-operation in the following lines:
1. Health system planning and projects management.
2. Development of human resources;

3. Development of medical science;
4. Medical tourism development;

5. Health care system financing and universal coverage.
Article 3
The Parties shall give preference to the following forms of cooperation:
1. Exchange of information in the areas of public health, of mutual interest;
2. Exchange of specialists for the purpose of studying and consulting in priority areas;
3. Establishing direct contacts between medical institutions and organizations of both countries;
4. Exchange of information on the latest equipment and the development of new technologies in the field of medical science and public health;
5. Exchange of experience in the field of physiotherapy and rehabilitation. 

Other mutually agreed forms of co-operation in the field of health and medical science.
Article 4
The Parties shall strengthen cooperation in the field of drugs in the following forms:
Exchange of information and experiences on the registration, monitoring of pharmaceutical products and pharmacovigilance and inspection on pharmaceutical manufacturing sites.
Article 5
The Parties shall exchange information on international congresses and symposia on the issues of public health and medical science, which will take place in their states, and at one Party’s request, the other Party will send the materials concerning such events.
Article 6
Each Party may direct its patients to the state territory of the other Party state for treatment according to the legislation in force in the state territories of both Parties.
Article 7
The co-operation defined by this Agreement shall be implemented in accordance with the applicable legislations in the state territories of the Parties and the general principles and norms of international law.
Article 8
The implementation of the activities of this Agreement is subject to the availability of funds, facilities and personnel of both Parties. 
Article 9

The Ministry of Health of Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia are authorized to implement the provisions of this Agreement. 

Article 10
Any dispute regarding the application or interpretation of this Agreement shall be resolved between the parties by means of consultations and/or negotiations. 
Article 11
Any additions and amendments to this Agreement may be made by mutual agreement of the Parties, which shall be formed as a separate Document and enter into force in accordance with the Article 12 of this Agreement. The Document formed thereby, shall constitute an integral part of this Agreement.
Article 12
This Agreement enters into force on the date of the last written notification, received through diplomatic channels, confirming that the internal procedures required for entering into force of this Agreement have been completed.  The Agreement is concluded for a period of five (5) years. Its action will be prolonged automatically for a new five year periods, unless either of the Parties has notified the other Party in writing of its intention to terminate this Agreement at least six (6) months prior to expiration of respective five year period.
