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On approving the rule of import or export of precursors

Article 1
	In accordance with paragraphs 3 and 19 of article 30 of Georgian law “on drugs, psychotropic substances, precursors and narcological assistance”, approve the rule of implementation of import or export of the attached precursors.

	Procedure for import or export of precursors
Article 1. General provisions
1. This rule establishes the rule of import or export of the precursors prescribed in the IV list (Tables №1 and №2) envisaged by the Annex 1 of Georgian law on drugs, psychotropic substances, precursors and narcological assistance.” 
2. Definitions of the terms used in this rule correspond to the definitions of the terms used in the Georgian Law “on narcotics, psychotropic substances, precursors and narcological assistance”.
3. Customs control of movement of precursors at the customs border of Georgia shall be carried out by the Legal Entity of Public Law - Revenue Service (hereinafter - Revenue Service) within the jurisdiction of the Ministry of Finances of Georgia).
4. By violation of the precursors movement at the customs border of Georgia, also when it’s unable identification of a precursor considering the risk assessment, by the agreement of the Ministry of Labor, Health and Social Affairs (hereinafter - the Ministry) within the jurisdiction of Legal Entity of Public Law -  State Regulation Agency for Medical Activities (hereinafter - Agency), the goods shall be subject to removal from the customs territory (sending back), or destroying by the exporter/exporter's expenses.
5. The legal person who uses the precursors for his activities or/and exercises its realization according to this rule has the right of import or export, who is registered in the “Register of persons fulfilling import or export of precursors” of the Agency (hereinafter - the Registry).
6. Before importing or exporting of the precursors (Tables №1 and №2 of IV list), legal entity is obliged to obtain a preliminary agreement document.
7.  Precursors included in the table №1 of IV list, during direct movement on the customs border of Georgia, on the basis of a written request of the importer/exporter or customs department, the Ministry shall issue a written permit/consent to the customs border of Georgia on the basis of the preliminary agreement document, regarding the movement of cargoes at the customs border of Georgia.

Article 2. Registration of legal persons in the register of persons importing or exporting of precursors
1. For the purpose of registration in the register, the interested person shall submit to the Agency together with the application:
a) Declaration on the use of precursors in the activities, in accordance with the attached form (Appendix 2);
b) Extract from the Register of Entrepreneurial and Non-Entrepreneurial (Non-Commercial) Legal Entities.
2. The agency shall review the documentation provided in the first paragraph of this article, by the rule of a simple administrative proceeding, and make a decision on the registration or non-registration of persons in the registry of importers or exporters of Precursors.
3. The Agency is authorized to verify accuracy of the information submitted by the interested person before making the decision.
4. In case of receiving a positive decision on registration of an interested legal entity, the Agency shall ensure that the interested person is included in the prescribed form (Annex 1) and in case of a negative decision on registration, the Agency informs the applicant within 5 working days.
5. The Registry made by the Agency is public and the information contained therein is available on the official website of the Agency (www.rama.moh.gov.ge).
6. A person registered in the Register shall submit the written information to the Agency about 6 months before the commencement of each calendar year, on the name and estimated amount of the precursors listed in the Table 1 of the IV list to enter the customs territory of Georgia/to withdraw from the customs territory of Georgia


Article 3. Issuance of a preliminary agreement document
1. Before the import or export of precursor, the person registered in the Register is obliged to obtain the preliminary agreement document on import of precursors (Annex №5) or export (Annex No 6), which is issued by the Ministry through the Agency.
2. In order to obtain the preliminary agreement document, a person registered with the Registry shall submit to the Agency:
a) Application-declaration on precursors import (Annex №3) or an application- declaration on the export of precursors (Annex №4) indicating:
a.a) Importer, name of exporting organization, legal form, legal and factual addresses, registration number in the Agency Registry;
a.b) Name, legal form, legal and actual addresses of the final recipient organization of goods;
a.c) Name of import/export precursor, registration numbers of chemical substances (CAS number) and commodity code, in accordance with the Order №241 of the Minister of Finances of Georgia dated on July 11, 2012, “according to the National Commodity Nomenclature  of Foreign Economic Activities (NCNFEA)”;
a.d) Number of import/export precursors. In the case of the mixture, the addition of precursor will be indicated in the percentage expressed in it by %;
a.e) Manufacturer (name, address);
a.f) Transport type by which the goods are imported to Georgia/exported from Georgia;
a.g) Purpose of import/export of precursor;
a.h) Date of completion of the application-declaration;
a.i) Responsible person’s signature;
b) Agreement concluded with the supplier (during export – with the recipient) (According to the information of relevant specification - annex to the contract), with notarized Georgian translation;
c) Notarized Georgian translation Georgian translation of invoice (invoice) or other settlement document;
d) In case of export, additionally will be presented the import consent document, issued by the authorized body of the importing country, the number and date of issuance of which is indicated in the preliminary export agreement document issued by the Ministry through the Agency. 
3. The preliminary agreement document import shall be registered in 5 copies in English and Georgian languages (all the copies represent the original), from which:
a) One copy shall remain in the administrative body issuing a preliminary agreement document on import;
b) 4 copies will be handed to the importer, from where one is sent to the authorized body of the exporting country. 2 copies shall be submitted to the Revenue Service, while implementation of import operations, one of which will be accompanied by a customs declaration and another by factually implemented import registration body marking, the importer will return within 5 working days to the Agency. One copy remains with the importer.
4. The preliminary agreement document shall be made in English and Georgian languages, in 5 copies (all copies represent the original), from which:
a) 2 copies remain at the administrative body issuing the preliminary agreement document on export, from which one is sent to the competent national body of the importing country for the purpose of verifying the export;
b) 3 copies shall be transferred to the exporter, from where 2 copies shall be submitted to the Revenue Service, while carrying out the export operations, one of which will be attached to the customs declaration and the other, with factually implemented import registration body marking, the exporter returns the Agency within 5 working days. One copy remains with the exporter.
5. The preliminary agreement document shall be issued on the quantity of imported (export) precursor of one or more types to be implemented only once. 
6. The validity period of the preliminary agreement document shall be determined for a period of one year but not more than the term of the contract concluded with the supplier/ recipient of the goods.
7. In case of loss of all copies of the preliminary agreement document, the importer/ exporter is obliged to notify the Agency about it immediately. The lost preliminary agreement document is considered invalid, and its duplicate will not be issued.


Article 4. Measures to Import or Export Control of Precursors

1. After carrying out the export trademarks towards the precursor, the Agency importer shall request information from the authorized body of the importing country in accordance with the international norms, on the actual date imported, the number and date of importation of the precursor.
2. In case of addressing the authorized body of the exporting country, in accordance with the international norms, it provides information on the name and number of imported precursors in Georgia, indicating the date.
3. The Agency, in its competence, provides/receives and requests information in accordance with the norms envisaged by international agreements on the turnover of the precursors.
	4. The norms envisaged by international treaties and agreements apply to the precursors.
