�MoLHSA: The final term for implementing EU directive 89/391/EEC, which implies establishing fully-fledged labour inspection system is year 2019. However, the Government of Georgia accelerated the process and on June 1, 2017 introduced the draft law on “Occupational Safety” to the Parliament of Georgia. The first hearing is completed and the work will be renewed at the autumn session and eventually the Parliament of Georgia will adopt the Law by the end of this year.


At first, the Law shall apply to the work with the hard, harmful and hazardous conditions and step by step it will cover all private and public sectors by the end of 2019. 
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
