CICG profits from a privileged situation in the immediate proximity of the Place des Nations, of main International 
Organisations and permanent missions based in Geneva.

The access is facilitated by good public transport services. The CICG is situated only 5 kilometres away from the 
international airport and from the Cornavin main railway station, in downtown. 
 

Public transport from Cornavain main railway station : 
Bus n°5 : Bus stop "Vermont" 
Bus n°8 : Bus stop "UIT" 
Tramway n°15 : Stop "Nations" 

 
Public transport from the international airport : 

Bus n°5 : Bus stop "Vermont" 
Bus n°28 : Bus stop "Nations " 

 
Tickets must be purchased before entering buses. Individual tickets are available from vending machines at 
the bus stops. Please note that the vending machines do not give change. Cards for multiple trips at a reduced 
price can be purchased at the Naville Kiosk in the headquarters building and from newsagents in town bearing 
the "TPG" sign. 
 
The Geneva International Airport offers a free ticket giving access to public transport in Geneva. This "Unireso" 
ticket can be picked up from the machine in the baggage collection area at the Arrival level and allows you to 
use public transport in Geneva free for a period of 80 minutes.
