	3. DESCRIPTION   OF  THE   PROPOSAL
Please give us reasons of your selection of the above-mentioned proposal. Please describe the present situation and current problems in your selected area:
In Georgia there is a stably high rates of maternal mortality (32/100000-2015). Moreover, there is also a high stillbirth rate in general (9,8 - 2015 years). Although there is a tendency of decreasing of child mortality rate . It should be noted that the neonatal mortality rate in the mortality of the children under 5 is around 60% (43% in the developed countries); 75 % of the neonatal mortality was observed among early birthes. 
The second point is that based on the acting antenatal protocols, the number and volume of visits does not corresponds to international and World health Organizations standards and that’s why was renovated.
Improvement of antenatal surveillance has a particular importance in improving each of high mentioned indicators. It was for this purpose to update the protocol of antenatal metodology at the beginning of 2017, taking into consideration the WHO recommendations.
Nowdays the main and the most important goal is to inform the obstetric-gynecologists and primary care doctors of antenatal surveillance service national wide  in order to improve the quality of the medical services and at the same time to increase the attention of pregnant women to antenatal surveillance.
