Memorandum of Understanding
Between the LEPL State Regulation Agency for Medical Activities of the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia and the State Service of Ukraine on Medicines and Drugs Control 

on Cooperation in the field of Medicines Quality Control

The LEPL State Regulation Agency for Medical Activities of the Ministry of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia and the State Service of Ukraine hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”:

Desiring to strengthen friendship and cooperation between the two countries;
Intending to promote a mutually beneficial cooperation in the pharmaceutical sphere;

Pursuant to the prevailing laws and regulation of the two countries;
Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

Areas of Cooperation

In accordance with internal legislations in their respective countries, both Parties will develop and enhance mutual cooperation in the following areas:

a. Exchange of information on national legislation of the Parties regarding the quality of medicines;

b. Promotion of capacity building activities including workshops, trainings, round tables as well as comprehensive studies.

c. Exchange of experts to study experience in the system of medicines quality control;

d. Exchange of experience on practical issues of identification of counterfeit medicines;

e. Exchange of information on State control of narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors trafficking;
f. Any other forms of cooperation by mutual written agreement of the Parties.

Article 2

Financing
Unless otherwise agreed between the Parties, in each case, each Party shall bear the expenses  arising  from  its  participation  in  the  cooperation  activities arising by  this Memorandum of Understanding,  considering the  resources  allocated  to their  respective budgets.

Article 3

Resolution of Disputes

Any disputes arising from the interpretation and/or implementation of this Memorandum of Understanding shall be resolved amicably through consultations or negotiations between the Parties.

Article 4

Additions and Amendments

The Memorandum of Understanding can be changed or amended at any time by mutual written consent by the Parties. Such additions and amendments shall enter into force on such a date as may be determined by the Parties and shall form an integral part of this Memorandum of Understanding.

Article 5

Entry into Force, Duration and Termination

1. This Memorandum of Understanding shall come into force on the date of its signature.

2. This Memorandum of Understanding shall be valid for a period of 3 (three) years and automatically extended for another 3 (three) years period or periods, unless either of the Parties notifies the other Party in written at least two (2) months before the expiration of the five years term of its intention, to terminate it.
3. The termination of this Memorandum of Understanding shall not affect the completion of the activities of cooperation that may have been formalized while it was in force, unless otherwise agreed between the Parties.
