Objective of the session

On 25 September 2015 the United Nations General Assembly adopted resolution 70/1, containing the document “Transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development”. The 2030 Agenda is a plan of action for people, the planet, prosperity, peace and partnership, which all countries and stakeholders, acting in collaboration, will implement. One year and a half have passed since the Sustainable Development Goals are in force. Twenty-three European countries have already reported voluntarily to the United Nations High-level Political Forum.  The WHO European Region has a comparative advantage, as in 2012 the European Policy Framework Health 2020 and its key implementation pillar, the European Action Plan for Strengthening Public Health Capacities and Services, has been endorsed.  Last year at the Regional Committee resolution EUR/RC66/R4 was adopted, which calls for the development of a roadmap to implement the 2030 Agenda and its 17 SDGs in order to strengthen Member States’ capacities to achieve better, more equitable, sustainable health and well-being for all at all ages. 
There are two sessions to discuss the SDG roadmap: the first session aims to discuss the roadmap and the draft resolution on the roadmap to implement the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development in the WHO European Region, building on Health 2020.  The second session aims to present practical ways of implementing the 2030 Agenda in Member States and how other sectors, agencies and stakeholders can further support implementation. 
The main expected outcome of the SDG sessions at RC67 is the endorsement of the Resolution on the SDG roadmap
