Methodology and data sources

Recorded alcohol per capita (15+ years) consumption is given in litres of pure alcohol. The decision tree for recorded alcohol per capita sources is: 1) government data; 2) industry data (if based on interviews in countries); 3) Food and Agriculture Organization of the United Nations (FAO), and 4) economic operators (if desk review). 
Unrecorded alcohol per capita (15+ years) consumption is given in litres of pure alcohol and is based on empirical investigations and the judgement of experts.
Tourist consumption is based on the following assumptions: 1) tourists/visitors consume alcohol as they do at home (i.e. with the same average alcohol per capita consumption); 2) the average length of stay by tourists/visitors was 14 days (except for countries where there is a lot of cross border shopping with shorter average length of stay); 3) tourist consumption was only considered if incoming tourists consumption exceeded the consumption of people from the country under consideration abroad. For tourism/visitors adjustment, we relied mainly on the United Nations visitors’ database for estimating the number of tourists/visitors. 
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
