The system is created using  PHP technologies and MySQL Database. Not even one template or framework is used in the system. Business logic is described in separate files, which is located in “Include” folder and Visualization templates in themes/2015 folder.  Each group (Admin, Provider clinic, Committee) has their own folder and roles inside (Doc, Laboratory, Manager and etc.) 

Some external services are applied in the system: 
· Service with Ministry of Justice – Used for checking the personal Identification number
· SMS Service - For sending the committee results to the patients
