Your response on this item by tomorrow COB or latest
Monday would be very much appreciated.

Anne-Laure Aubertin, our Resource Mobilisation Officer from the External Relations Department, who
is the focal point for this visit, as well as Viktoriya who can provide additional support from our end.

Once we finalise the details for the MPs’ visit, I suggest we also plan the Country Team visit for the Country
Dialogue, as we expect to have a very busy period towards the end of May.
