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[bookmark: _GoBack]Please be informed that in accordance with the applicable legislation (Law of Georgia on Medical Practice), independent medical practice in Georgia is permitted to a citizen of Georgia or foreign country or a stateless person who holds the state certificate certifying the right of independent medical practice. 
In Addition, A person shall have the right to engage in independent medical practice only in the medical specialty (specialties) determined by his/her state certificate.
In order to obtain state certificate in a particular medical specialty, a doctoral specialty seeker is obliged to complete post-graduate education and pass the state certification exam.
The State Certification Issuer Body is the Professional Development Council of the Ministry of Labor, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia.
Hereby, we would like to inform you that the postgraduate education in Georgia is within the range of residency programs, duration of which is deducted for clinicians based on medical specialties - 3-6 years (exceptional "laboratory medicine" - duration 2 years).
Hence, "Clinical Rotation Certificate" adopted by Sri Lankan citizens, does not permit the right to independent medical practice in Georgia.
