The Governmental policy is directed to create a social protection system that will reduce social risks caused by poverty and aging in order to support disabled and vulnerable groups for integration in the country’s social and economic life. The Government of Georgia recognizes principles of democratic development, principles of respecting of human rights and freedoms, rule of the law and effective governance, on which the State policy is based.

Every person living in Georgia is equal, so defending the human rights guaranteed by the legislation of Georgia is being extended fairly to every citizen. Justice and impartiality are the main principals of decision-making for providing social security services.

Social protection system in Georgia includes different support and assistance programs for different vulnerable groups including elderly, disabled (including children, households under poverty line, orphans and other vulnerable groups). Cash assistance is given in the form of  State Pension (retired persons), State compensation (special groups), Social Package ( disabled (including children) orphans, survivors, etc.) and non-financial social assistance - social services for elderly people, vulnerable children including children lacking parental care, disabled people/children, victims of domestic violence and abuse. All social protection programs are financed by the State budget.
In 2013 Universal healthcare program has been launched in Georgia. Basic package covers planned outpatient, emergency outpatient and hospital services, planned surgical services, oncological diseases treatment and childbirth. The program also provides funding for essential drugs for target groups of the population. The program beneficiaries are Georgian citizens, holders of a status-neutral ID, a status-neutral travel document; as well as stateless persons in Georgia, persons with refugee or humanitarian status and asylum-seekers. The program operates on the entire territory of the country, both near the border and in other regions.

Besides state insurance program duties of the government includes multiple programs of public healthcare and provision of medical services in most important healthcare sectors. The aim of public healthcare program is supporting healthcare in the population, settling rules of healthy lifestyle, which is executed by different programs, helping to prevent many dangerous diseases, also arrangements to improve health state of the population.

Public healthcare includes programs, which helps to prevent infectious and oncology diseases. Also immunization of the population, early detection of the diseases and support of screening programs, infectious diseases, like tuberculosis, malaria, hepatitis viruses, AIDS, and other infections, controlling their spread and making necessary arrangements to settle healthy lifestyle for the entire population of the country.
Activities implemented for biosecurity capacity building during 2017 by the National Center for Disease Control and Public health of Georgia:
· In the framework of a Joint Transition Agreement (JTA,) between the US and Georgian Governments signed in 2014, the Government of Georgia has taken obligation related to R. Lugar Center for Public Health Research Center (CPHR) maintenance and in 2017 fully committed to Biosafety and Biosecurity of CPCR. 

· Established Pathogens Asset Control System (PACS), which is an essential part of biosecurity component of CPHR and strengthens the security level for pathogens defense against any unauthorized access. 

· Eenhanced security monitoring system at the Lugar Center, in particular, the outdated Eye Scanners were replaced by new fingerprint monitoring system and operates 24/7.
