3. Other activities

On May 14, 2018 Deputy Minister of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia Ms. Maia Lagvilava conducted the working meeting at the Ministry on decentralization project. The meeting was attended by all relevant stakeholders. During the meeting was discussed the short action plan of decentralization, which includes the following activities, such as: selection of primary health care centers trough monitoring, equip these centers, trainings of staff, registration in ELIMC database, etc. At the first stage 18 clinics will be included into the program.
On May 17, 2018 teleconference was held between the US CDC officials (Beth Skaggs, CDC Country Directors and Francisco Averhoff, CDC Associate Director for Global Health, Division of Viral Hepatitis), Dr. Amiran Gamkrelidze, Director General of the National Center for Disease Control and Public Health and Mrs. Maia Lagvilava, Deputy Minister of Labour, Health and Social Affairs of Georgia. The parties discussed planned activities within the decentralization project, including IT support issues for decentralization project.
