Violet has a special ritual meaning on Avgamatia.








The Zin-Obelisk is built opposite the Big Pyramid.








To build the Big Pyramid of Atlantis, you need 5.000.000 claster.





On Aquaday the sun is 70 degrees above the horizon. The shadow of the Obelisk falls directly onto the


Big Pyramid.
