This Platform is supported by the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation and Gavi, with Results for Development (R4D) as the Platform Coordinator and partners of the Gavi Alliance, including WHO and UNICEF, engaged as partner organizations.   

The Peer Learning Platform aims to improve the likelihood of successful Gavi transition by bringing transitioning countries and partners together to share experiences, jointly learn, and solve transition-related challenges from both financial and programmatic angles. The Platform will convene member countries in various stages of Gavi transition: those nearing the eligibility threshold that are interested in transition planning; countries that are currently above the eligibility threshold and in their final years of Gavi support that could capitalize on peer-learning to solve challenges; and countries that have fully transitioned from Gavi support and can share useful experiences. Formal invitations to the launch event will be sent to nominated individuals.
