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​During many of my supportive supervision visits to the clinics of the Jordanian Association for Family Planning and Protection (JAFPP) clinics, I was thrilled to see that providers are performing and documenting findings of clinical breast examination for women receiving hormonal contraception correctly on the insert sheet.
It is not enough to integrate best practices into clinical guidelines. Consistency through in service training, infrastructure enhancement , client file/ service insert sheets, operational policies, performance checklists and supportive supervision activities are key elements for the implementation of best practices iinto daily clinic operations and client care.
