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1. Introduction

This document describes the requirements to the data transmission between different systems and EIDSS according to system’s Open Architecture module (EIDSS OA module). 

The main goal of the document is to list all data which could be transferred in and out of the system as well as functions available for external systems.

1.1. Goals and Objectives

The main goal of the system modification is to make it possible to interact with external systems, receive essential information automatically and send securable responses to external system’s requests.

2. General functional description

EIDSS OA module is a web service available for external system through the secure SSL connection. EIDSS OA module uses the SOAP protocol for exchanging XML-messages between systems. 

EIDSS Service supports the following list of operations:

· CreateHumanCase – create a new human case in EIDSS; Input: new Human Case data; Output: Human Case creation result; 
· EditHumanCase – edit an existing human case in EIDSS; Input: edited Human Case data; Output: none;
· GetAnimalList – get a list of animals for a selected case in EIDSS; Input: none; Output: list of Animals;

· GetBaseReferenceList - get a list of reference values in EIDSS; Input: type of the Reference; Output: list of Referenes;

· GetDiagnosisList - get a list of diagnosis in EIDSS; Input: code of the Diagnosis; Output: list of Diagnoses;
· GetHumanCase - get detailed information about the selected human case in EIDSS; Input: Human Case ID; Output: Human Case data;

· GetHumanCaseList – get a filtered list of human cases from EIDSS; Input: values of Human Case filter’s parameters; Output: filtered list of Human Cases;

· GetRayonList - get a list of rayons from EIDSS; Input: Region data; Output: list of connected Rayons;  

· GetRegionList - get a list of regions from EIDSS; Input: none; Output: list of Regions;

· GetSampleList - get a filtered list of samples from EIDSS; Input: values of Sample filter’s parameters; Output: filtered list of Samples;

· GetTestList - get a filtered list of tests from EIDSS; Input: values of Test filter’s parameters; Output: filtered list of Tests; 

· GetVetCase - get a vet case data from EIDSS; Input: Vet Case ID; Output: Vet Case data;

· GetVetCaseList - get a filtered list of vet cases from EIDSS; Input: values of Vet Case filter’s parameters; Output: filtered list of Vet Cases;

· Login – login to the system in order to use EIDSS data; Input: user’s identification data; Output: none.
All these operations are initiated by external system, so that EIDSS only provides responses to external requests. All reference values (lookup fields) are presented as EIDSS unique identifiers. Description for each of this EIDSS IDs can be retrieved using function GetBaseReferenceList.
