The following are the names of the fields of the drug registry:

1. State Registration # - a number granted during the drug registration process. Without the registration drug is not allowed on the market (some very specific exceptions apply).

1. Trade name (in English)
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1. Trade name (in Georgian)

1. Generic name/ active ingredient  - International non-patented name

1. Form, dose, concentration, number of units in the package (indicated in Georgian)

1. Form, dose, concentration, number of units in the package (indicated in English)

1. Name of the producer company - please note that the definition of producers is pretty vague, anyone starting from active ingredient producer to packer/labeler is treated as producer, even if company does not have/do a complete production cycle.

1. Pharmacologic group

1. Date of the State Registration

1. Validity period of the State Registration

1. “Dispensing regime” – meaning with or without prescription

1. State registration regime – there are 3 different regimes of registration: National -  complete registration procedure, 2. Recognition regime – for the products already registered in “recognized” counties, meaning that such product don’t go through scientific review during the registration and 3. Parallel import (sort of a regime as well).

1. Changes

1. Responsible party- an entity/individual seeking registration in Georgia
